of television engineers. In a few years, 
they say, "video" will make other radio 
receivers obsolete. On the other side 
of the fence are those who think it may 
take ten to twenty years for the infant 
indu~try to grow up. · 

The growth of television has already 
been stunted by war. Until V-J Day, 
direct work' on television had virtuall y 
been abolished. Now that the radio in­ 
dustry- has again concentrated attention 
on it, the youngster has taken a few 
steps forward. First was the opening of 
several new television transmitting sta­ 
tions, and the laying of a coaxial cable 
( video by wire) between Washington 
and New York. Booster stations are 
planned for national networks, and 
Columbia Broadcasting and R. C. A. 
have demonstrated color television. 

With every advance, however, con­ 
troversy rages stronger up and down 
the television scene. Color sets, says one 
radio manufacturer, will make every 
black-and-white receiver obsolete. His 
company will not produce until they can 
market color sets, because the · industry 
will only limp along with the black-and- 
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
